n September 1, 1659 | embarked the ship. It was
the same day that | left my mother and father eight
years ago.

The weather was horrible. The storms and the wind took
us in the wrong direction. The captain discovered that we
were near the Caribbean Islands of Central America. The
wind was very strong. Suddenly one of the sailors shouted,
“Land!” and the ship hit the shore. We did not know exactly
where we were. The water got into the ship. At any moment
we could sink. We moved the little boat into the water and
got in. There were eleven of us.

We rowed as hard as we could. A huge wave pushed our
boat and we all fell into the sea. | stayed under the water for
a while and could not breathe. | tried to swim to the shore
but the waves did not let me do it. They were too strong. Fi-
nally, the sea took me to the dry land. I had no warm clothes,
no food, and no weapon. | only had a little knife. | decided to
climb into a tree and sleep there.

| woke up when the sun rose. The sea was calm. The ship
lay on some rocks out at sea. | took off my clothes and swam
to the ship. There was a lot of food and many other useful

Then | dug a big hole
for the food into the hillside and finally I built a strong fence

around the area.
